Background

1.

As identified by Magistrate Strofeld in paragraph 1 of his decision, on the 9" January, 2008
104 dogs were seized from the premises of the Appellant at Buccan. A further dog was
seized from those premises on the 22™ February, 2008. The dogs were seized by RSPCA
inspectors pursuant to the provisions of the Animal Care and Protection Act 2001 (“the

Act’).

The authorised delegate of the First Respondent determined, on the 5t February, 2008 and

14™ March, 2008 pursuant to Section 154(2)(c) of the Act, to forfeit the dogs to the State.

Pursuant to the provisions of Section 195 of the Act the Appellant made review applications

of those decisions on the 25™ February, 2008 and the 28" March, 2008.

On the 21% April, 2008 the General Manager, Animal Welfare of the Second Respondent

informed the Appellant that he had made a decision on the 10™ April, 2008 to confirm the
